The first wines 
launched under the Vinaceous brand include SNAKE CHARMER Shiraz,               
RED RIGHT HAND Shiraz Grenache Tempranillo, RACONTEUR Cabernet Sauvignon 
and DIVINE LIGHT Verdelho.

Nick Stacy, Marketer and Vinaceous Partner states “I wanted to create something 
really different for Vinaceous, a name I registered about ten years ago with no real 
agenda at the time.  Over the last five years, I’ve been able to work alongside great 
wine marketers and winemakers, travel the world and see first hand all kinds of labels 
within the wine game.

I’ve drawn a lot of inspiration from various Spanish producers with the way they 
package their wine, and more recently there’s been some very cool, sexy and quirky 
labels from the USA and Australia really exciting the market.  For these labels, I’ve 
actually delved into art deco movie & circus posters from the 30’s - I love the period 
and I believe it will really capture the imagination of wine consumers.”
