The two West Cape Howe reds that caught
my tastebuds were a cabernet sauvignon and a shiraz viognier. | have long been a fan of the cabernets from this
producer, especially when the vintages stack up, and this one is just about the best it has made. What's more, it's great
value for money. The shiraz viognier is clearly the best yet. Most important, Berry hasn't let the viognier overplay its
hand and it's the powerful fruity opulence of Great Southern shiraz that dominates. | have also included a really
attractive chardonnay from the 08 vintage which offers excellent drinking over the coming few years.”
